Parents, please apply sunscreen to youhild as neededMost of the activities will take place outdoors
throughout the day. You may send sunscreen with your child, but please applycreemeforesending your
child to camp.

Discipline Policy:

Rules of acceptable conduct have been eshaalifor the camp and will be relayed to the camper at the
beginning of the camand will be reviewed each day. These rules are designed to ensure a safe environment
for others, develop proper personal behavior, encouragdiseipline, and maintain emanmental control.

Yourc h i group Isader andther Salisbury Parks and Recreation staff mdypinister discipline. Discipline
starts with shortimeouts (withdrawals from activity) and progresses into lotegegthsof time. Staff is
encouraged toahl with disciplinary issues fairly and firmly. However, methods such as corporal punishment,
sarcasnmandtaunting arenot considered acceptable forms of discipline.

Excessive discipline or behavioral problems will be dealt itbughour threestep pan:

1. Level 10ffense- Behavior NotificationLetter to parent/guardian referring to nature of the problem

2. Level 20ffense- Behavior Notification Letter andonference with parent/guardian and child

3. Level 30ffense- Behavior Notification Letter anduspen®n from Summer Camp program with no refund.
